If you don’t get an offer into your chosen degree because you haven’t met the required lowest selection rank, 
you could start an alternative undergraduate course with a lower entry rank. Once you’ve successfully 
completed the first year of that degree, and have results that will improve your selection rank, you can then 
apply again for the degree you really want.
